1.  Application Deadlines: 1 March 2005 

The applicant sends a request for an AECP Academic Evaluation not later than 1 March 2005 to AFIT/RRE.  Simultaneously, the applicant sends their AECP Application, complete with all supporting documents, to HQ ROTC not later than 1 March 2005.
2.  Contact Information 

a. Applicants:  Begin the process at your Base Education Office (BEO) or contact your base military personnel flight.

b. Academic Evaluation Issues:  All applicants will contact their base education office first.  The Base Education Office will assist the applicant in academic planning for the AECP Program. Only the Base Education Office or AFIT/RRE personnel may contact HQ AFROTC for personnel, board, or assignment issues.

3.  AECP Information for All Majors
a. General:  The Airman Education and Commissioning Program (AECP) offers active duty enlisted personnel the opportunity to earn a commission while completing their bachelor's degree.  The student must attend AFROTC courses and earn their baccalaureate degree before commissioning as a Second Lieutenant in the US Air Force.  The Air Force administratively assigns the selected applicant to the Air Force ROTC Detachment at the college of their choice, subject to HQ ROTC approval.   The applicant’s military job is to go to school as a full-time college student.  AECP ROTC cadet may participate in the program for up to 3 years.  During the program, he or she attends school year-round, to include summer terms, except when attending summer field training.  The AECP is not an avenue for undergraduate flying training.  The AECP program covers three general areas of study with many majors supported.  The three areas are Technical, Nursing, and Area Studies / Foreign Languages.  See the respective areas of study below for an in-depth discussion of the majors and their particular academic requirements. Approved majors vary from year to year and all personnel need to check the HQ AF ROTC AECP web site above for future changes.

c. Personnel Eligibility Requirements:  Please check this web site for complete guidelines for personnel related questions: 

http://www.afoats.af.mil/AFROTC/EnlistedCommissioning/Default.htm.   
Personnel related questions are age restrictions, Air Force Officer Qualification Test requirements, time on station waivers, waivers for age, misdemeanor violations, article 15’s waivers, etc.  This Newsletter discusses only the academic eligibility requirements.  
d. Academic Eligibility Requirements:  All AECP majors have specific criteria, which this Newsletter addresses later.  However, each major requires the following:

(1) Complete all required AECP academic coursework by 31 December 2004.


(2)  For the Technical, Area Studies, or Foreign Language majors the AECP applicant must complete at least 30 semester hours of graded college coursework from a regionally accredited college or university.   For the Nursing major the AECP applicant must complete at least 29 semester hours of graded college coursework from a regionally accredited college or university.

(3)  Complete and have approved an AFOATS Form 48 ACADEMIC PLAN--Enlisted Commissioning Program Electronic Version found at this web site:  http://www.afoats.af.mil/AFROTC/EnlistedCommissioning/applyaecp.html prior to 1 March 2005.  
The three requirements above cannot be waived, therefore do not send your Academic Folder to AFIT if these requirements are not met.
e. The Application Process:  The applicant will prepare two folders, one for HQ ROTC and one for AFIT.  The HQ ROTC folder is the AECP Application Folder.  The AFIT folder is the AECP Academic Folder.  Please submit your AFIT folder for review no sooner than 1 February 2005 and no later than 1 March 2005.

(a)  Prepare an Academic Folder.  Use a standard, letter-size, file folder and attach a name label as described in the example below:

(b)  The documents for the AECP Academic Folder are:  
1. A copy of the original AF Form 56.

2. The original official college transcript(s) from every college ever attended. (Do not send a copy, fax, or grade report!)
3. The original official CCAF transcript.  (Do not send a copy, fax!)
4. A copy of the Letter of Admissions from the college you want to attend.  Nursing major applicants, this letter must be from the college/school of nursing.
5. A copy of AFOATS Form 48 with coordination and approval documentation from the ROTC Detachment and the AECP School.

6. A copy of the dated letter indicating current college coursework not already recorded on the applicant’s college transcripts or the AF Form 48. (if applicable) 

 (3)  Mail the AECP Academic Folder to AFIT/RRE, ATTN AECP, BLDG 641, 2950 Hobson Way, WPAFB, Ohio 45433-7765.  All packets must arrive at AFIT NLT 1 March 2005.  
(4)  AFIT/RRE evaluates the applicant’s academic credentials and produces a Memorandum of Academic Eligibility (MOAE) or a guidance letter (GL) (which identifies academic shortcomings).  AFIT/RRE then sends the MOAE or GL to the servicing Base Education Office and HQ AFROTC/RRUE to show status of the applicant’s academic eligibility.  HQ AFROTC/RRUE places MOAE in applicant’s AECP Application Folder.
f. Transcripts:  All coursework must appear on “Official transcripts” or “Issued to Students transcripts” from a regionally accredited college or university.  Transcripts marked “unofficial”, copies of transcripts, faxes of transcripts, and grade reports are not acceptable.  Transcripts from nationally accredited colleges or universities are unacceptable.  The applicant’s AECP Academic Folder will contain the original transcript(s) for review.  If the applicant is not academically eligible, AFIT/RRE will return the applicant’s academic folder with the official transcript(s) to the BEO.  

g. Foreign College Transcript Evaluations:  AFIT/RRE does not accept foreign transcripts and / or foreign transcript evaluations on their own merits.  Transcripts from regionally accredited foreign schools (per AIPE) are accepted; however, they must be in English.  An applicant may submit a foreign transcript; however, AFIT must receive supporting documentation that indicates course by course acceptance at the AECP School.  In this case, AFIT will attempt to compute a GPA and validate course credits required under each major.   If a GPA is not calculable, yet a letter of admittance is received from the AECP School, then AFIT’s review will focus on the AF Form 48 to assure the applicant will complete his or her studies within three years.  In addition, AFIT will send a letter explaining the applicant’s situation versus a Memorandum of Academic Eligibility.  HQ ROTC will determine if the applicant is boarded.   
h. Calculation of Grade Point Averages (GPA’s):  The 4.0 GPA grading scale is A = 4 points, B = 3 points, C = 2 points, D = 1 point, and F = 0 points. Round up or down any grades with a + or – attached. That is, a B+ is a recorded as a B and a B- is a B.  Multiply the numbers of hours taken in each course by the grade points above then add them all together, divide by the total number of hours to compute your GPA.  In addition, AFIT computes the GPA using coursework marked as “Withdrew Failing” and all “D’s” and “F’s,” even if the course is retaken and the school does not compute the first grade.   A “Withdrew Failing” grade counts as a failure when computing the GPA.  We also convert all quarter hours into semester hours.  Incomplete grades may be held for one year, after which they count as a failure. 


(1)  AFIT computes the applicant’s Overall GPA’s for the AECP based on four GPA computations below:  
     (a)  All graded coursework from every transcript to calculate the overall GPA (OGPA).  
     (b)  Coursework taken before the applicant entered active duty (BADGPA).  
(c) Coursework taken after entering active duty (AADGPA).  

(d) Coursework less than five years old (CURGPA) from 31 December 2004.  
(2)  The OGPA is computed first and if it meets or exceeds the major’s GPA criteria, then the applicant’s review continues.  If the OGPA is less than the major’s criteria then the other GPA’s are computed to determine the following:

(a)  If the AADGPA is at least one (1) full GPA point higher than the BADGPA (Example; 2.30 GPA must be at least 3.30 GPA.) and the AADGPA exceeds the major’s GPA criteria then the applicant’s review continues.  Remember the GPA must be based on coursework totaling 30 or more semester hours.  The OGPA is posted on the AF Form 56 and AFIT will comment accordingly in its letter to the board, or  

(b)  If the CURGPA, with graded college coursework totaling 30 or more semester hours, exceeds the major’s GPA criteria, then the applicant’s review continues.   The OGPA is posted on the AF Form 56 and AFIT will comment accordingly in its letter to the board.  
(3)  AFIT/RRE outlines the GPA requirements for each AECP major in their respective sections below.  The applicant should review their GPAs with the BEO.  The BEO records the correctly computed GPA (OGPA) from all course work attempted on page 5 of the AF Form 56.  

(4)  Courses in physical education and other ancillary courses, such as drawing, piano, and high school refresher or remedial coursework will not count toward the required semester hours for any AECP major.  However, we will calculate these courses into the overall GPA.

i. Acceptable Grades: Course with a grade of “D” or “F” will not satisfy required subjects in any AECP Major.  Applicant will need to repeat these courses.  The applicant must receive a grade of “C” or higher in the repeated course.  An acceptable grade in the next higher course of a sequence of courses, such as, mathematics or English, will not suffice as a replacement of this deficiency.  

j. College Level Examination Program (CLEP), DANTES Subject Standardized Tests (DSST), Excelsior College Examinations (ECE), or Advanced Placement Tests (APT):   These tests are acceptable and can be applied as specified below and per additional instructions under each major.  Review each major section for more specific criteria when applying these tests for credit.  The applicant must show on the AFOATS Form 48 that the college will accept and grant credit toward their degree.  The following guidelines are provided:
(1)  The tests may not be used for any Science, Mathematics, or Nursing classes being applied to the Technical and Nursing majors.  

(2)  The tests may be used for the 15 semester hours of non-graded credit allowable of the 45 semester hours required in the technical major. 

(3)  The tests may be used for the 11-15 semester hours of the allowable non-graded elective credits of the 45 hours required for the Area Studies / Foreign Languages major.
If you have questions about the CLEP/DSST/APT/ECE credits, please contact the BEO.

k. Non-Applicable Credit:  Credits or transcripts from nationally accredited, rather than regionally accredited, schools are unacceptable, and these grades will not be calculated into any GPA’s or applied to any AECP requirement.    
l. Age Waivers:  Applicants who reach age 30 on or before 1 April 2005 need to submit an age waiver to HQ AFROTC/RRUE NET 1 Dec 04 and NLT 5 Jan 05.  AFIT/RRE reviews every application for compliance to age requirements.  Applicants who are 30 or more years old prior to 1 April 05 receive a special review to assure they can complete their studies prior to their 35th birthday.  Applicants applying for the Nursing Major can be commissioned up to age 47 with an age waiver.  The waiver process is managed by HQ ROTC, not AFIT, thus forward your questions through the base education office to HQ ROTC/RRUC.
m. AFOATS Form 48 ACADEMIC PLAN--Enlisted Commissioning Program Electronic Version:  This form is a HQ AFROTC form.  AFIT/RRE uses it to assist in determining if the applicant can complete a baccalaureate degree within 3 years or before reaching age 35.  The applicant records all courses, to include the AF ROTC courses that are required to complete their degree.  Do not post more than 18 hours of coursework per term on the AF Form 48.  Record all approved transfer credits from previous college coursework.  The AFROTC Detachment and the Institution must review and concur with the AFOATS Form 48.  HQ ROTC is the approving authority for the AF Form 48.   

n. Distance Learning Coursework:  To support the needs of airman on constant TDY and/or deployment, or remotely assigned, the AECP applicant may use distance learning coursework from any regionally accredited colleges and universities.  The local base education office will review and assure the applicant is taking an appropriate distance learning class.  
o. Desired Degrees on AF Form 56:  The applicant will select and record one major in block 8, page 1, of the AF Form 56.  





p. AECP Planning and Consultation:  Applicants need to build their major based on the AECP College they intend to graduate versus their current coursework.  Therefore, contact the college and the ROTC Detachment at the college you want to attend now, engage them in getting you accepted to the college and determining your academic needs for admittance and eventual graduation.  Building your degree based on this process will improve your chances of selection and your ultimate focus on the AECP application process.  For assistance, contact your local Base Education Services Office. 
q. Definitions:
(1)  AECP School:  This is the college, university, or institution where the applicant will enroll once selected.  

 (2)  AECP Major:  This is the major field of study posted in block 8 of the AF Form 56.  
(3)  Applicant: This is the airman applying for the Airman Education and Commissioning Program (AECP).  

(4)  Course Hours:  When referring to hours or course hours we refer to semester hours (unless other wise noted).  If you are attending school that is on a quarter hour calendar then you must convert your hours to semester hours to complete the templates provided in this checklist.  See the definition for Semester hours, Quarter Hours and Clock Hours for conversion procedures.

(5)  Developmental Courses.  These courses are remedial or developmental in nature rather then college level and they normally do not count toward graduation requirements.  AFIT/RRE counts them for GPA purposes only; however, they do not count for the required hours of graded coursework.
(6)  History:  A course of study dealing with past events that relate to a particular people, country, period, person, or event as distinguished from the sciences.  Course titles include; History of the US, Russian History, Civil War and Reconstruction, etc.  (Special note:  A History of a “Humanities subject”, such as Art History is a humanities course, not a history course.)  

(7)  Humanities:  Is a course of study dealing with classical philosophy, literature, art, language, music, religion, etc. as distinguished from the social sciences and sciences.  Course title examples; American Literature, Philosophy, History of Art, History of Religion, History of Music, Communications, English Literature, Russian Culture, etc.  (Special note:  A History of a “Humanities subject”, such as Art History, is a humanities course, not a history course.)  

(8)  Institution:  A college, university, or academy that is regionally accredited by one of the Council for Higher Education Accreditation (CHEA) recognized accrediting bodies. 
(9)  Quarter Hour:  A quarter hour is a unit of credit that a college uses to define its school calendar.  A quarter hour equals .6667 semester hours.  
(10)  Science:  A course of instruction that involves analyzing, measuring, and investigating the facts or truths systemically arranged and showing the operation of general laws of the physical and material world.  Courses in science include physics, chemistry, biology, and geology, etc.

(11)  Semester Hour:  A semester hour is a unit of credit that a college uses to define its school calendar.  One semester hour equals 1.5-quarter hours.  

(12)  Social Science:  A social science is a study that pertains to the life, welfare, and relations of human beings in a community in the past, present or future as distinguished from a humanities or science.  Courses in social science include history, economics, psychology, sociology, human relations, geography, political science, government, etc. 

(13)  Transcripts:  A transcript is a document that officially records coursework completed at a regionally accredited college or university.

5.  AECP Technical Major

a. General:  The AECP Technical major is a one to three-year scholarship that allows qualified airman to pursue a Bachelor of Science or Arts in one of several technical majors. The technical majors are currently in computer science, mathematics, meteorology, physics, and the engineering majors accredited by the Accreditation Board for Engineering and Technology, Inc. (ABET).  See http://www.abet.org for a listing of acceptable undergraduate engineering majors.  HQ AFROTC does not accept any engineering technology majors.  These majors vary from year to year and the applicant must check the ROTC web posted in paragraph 2. c above.  

b. Academic Requirements for the AECP Technical Major:  The applicant is required to have: 

(1)  Forty-five (45) semester hours of college coursework documented on official transcripts with at least 30 semester hours of graded coursework from a regionally accredited college or university, excluding developmental coursework. 

(2)  At least a 2.75 GPA in all coursework from a regionally accredited institution.

(3)  At least a 2.75 GPA in mathematics coursework.  

(4)  At least a 2.75 GPA in science coursework.  

(5)  Calculus Requirement:  The AECP Technical Major requires two semesters of Calculus coursework.  Applicants may not apply test credits toward calculus coursework.  An acceptable calculus class is one that generally covers limits, derivatives, integrals of algebraic, exponential, logarithmic, and trigonometric functions of one real variable with applications to natural science.  Techniques of reasoning and integration, approximations, application of integration, infinite series, and improper integrals may also be included.  Another way to classify the right calculus is to check the prerequisite or co-requisite calculus for a “calculus-based physics” course.  Calculus courses titled “Calculus for Business and Social Science” or similar named calculi are unacceptable for the AECP Technical Major.  If the applicant mixes quarter hour and semester-hour calculus classes, then the total hours converted to semester hours must equal six (6) or more semester hours.  
(6)  Science requirements: The applicant needs one semester of calculus-based physics with lab or one semester of scientific chemistry with lab.  Applicants may not apply test credits toward science coursework. 

(a)  Calculus-based physics with lab is highly recommended, particularly for engineering, meteorology, and physics majors. 

(b)   A scientific chemistry with lab may satisfy the science requirement.  This type of chemistry is one that offers the fundamental laws and principles in chemistry with topics such as atomic and molecular structures, states of matter, reaction types, stoichiometry, solutions, and thermodynamics.  If the course description states this class is for science majors then that too, is acceptable.  

(c)  A 2.75, or higher, Science GPA is required.  AFIT/RRE computes the required 2.75 science GPA based on three aspects and chooses the highest GPA to record for academic eligibility.  The three aspects are; (a) all physics courses attempted, (b) all chemistry courses attempted, or (c) a combination of all physics and all chemistry courses attempted, whichever computation results in the highest GPA becomes the Science GPA.   

(7)  English Requirement:  The AECP Technical Major requires two semesters (three quarters) of freshman English Composition I and II with a grade of C, or higher, in each course.  The CLEP English, the Excelsior College English Composition test, or the English Advanced Placements may be substituted; however, the AECP School must accept them as reflected on the applicant’s AF Form 48. Coursework in English, rather than a test, is the preferred method of fulfilling the English requirement.  If the applicant mixes quarter hour and semester hour courses, then the total hours converted to semester hours must equal six (6) or more semester hours.

c. Technical Major Guidance:

(1)  AECP will accept up to 15 hours of CCAF credits toward the required 45 hours of college coursework.  

(2)  Applicants wishing to pursue the technical majors, except for computer science, can expect additional mathematics coursework through differential equations.  While it is not a requirement, it is highly recommended that the applicant take as much calculus and differential equations as possible prior to applying or before entering the AECP school.  

(3)  Computer Science selected applicants can expect other mathematics requirements such as discrete mathematics (or structures), linear algebra, and probability and statistics once they begin their AECP major.  Therefore, completing any of these courses in advance will prove advantageous.  In addition, some schools require differential equations.     

(4)  All applicants should review the major curriculum of the AECP School in which they intend to enroll, and build their AFOATS Form 48 / Academic degree Plan based on the courses that will transfer to that AECP School.

* The applicant must show coursework equaling semester equivalents.  Therefore, a two-semester sequence in any course from a college using a semester calendar would normally equal a three quarter sequence in a college using a quarter calendar.  Some quarter calendar colleges are offering courses with six or 7.5-quarter hours.  These courses would require only two quarters of coursework to equal the two-semester sequence requested. 
** If an English test is substituted, 30 semester hours of graded college coursework must still be completed.   

6.  AECP Nursing Major
a. General:  The AECP Nursing Major is a one to three-year scholarship that allows qualified airman the opportunity to pursue a Bachelors of Science in Nursing (BSN).  All applicants must seek enrollment at a college of nursing accredited by one or both of the following accrediting bodies; the National League for Nursing Accrediting Commission (NLNAC) or the Commission on Collegiate Nursing Education (CCNE).  To determine if a college is accredited, please check the following web sites: for the NLNAC go to http://www.nlnac.org/home.htm or for the CCNE go to http://www.aacn.nche.edu/Accreditation/.  

b. Academic Requirements:  

(1)  An overall Grade Point Average (GPA) of 3.00, or higher. 



(2)  A GPA of 3.00, or higher, for the 59 required hours of coursework listed in the AECP Nursing Major Template below.   Special Note on the Template, the applicant must show coursework equaling semester equivalents.  Therefore, convert quarter hours to semester hours.   

c. Nursing Major Guidance:

(1)  AFIT will waive up to 21 semester hours of any of the required 59 semester hours if the applicant has a letter of conditional or unconditional acceptance into the institution’s school, college, or department of nursing. 
 (2)  AFIT suggests science courses, especially courses like chemistry designed for those pursuing a nursing or medical career.  In addition, AFIT and the Nurse Corps encourage Nursing Major applicants to take as many prerequisite courses as possible.   
(3)  Up to nine (9) semester hours of non- science, non-math, and non-nursing course credits via CLEP, DSST, APT, and ECE are acceptable toward the 59 required semester hours if the applicant’s AECP School will accept them as transfer credit, and approve and record them on an AF Form 48.  
(4)  CCAF credits are not accepted; however, the CCAF transcript will be sent with the AECP Folders.  
(5)  Some schools list “Anatomy and Physiology” as one course and other schools separate the courses into “Anatomy and “Physiology”.  Either sequence is acceptable as long as 8 semester hours is completed.  

(6)  Courses in “Human Growth and Development” are preferred; however, any psychology course that involves a phase of human development is acceptable.  An applicant may complete this requirement by taking courses similar to child psychology, adolescent psychology, or psychology of aging, etc.  

(7) Due to AF ROTC summer Field Training program, choosing a school that requires summer school for nurses may delay the selectors commissioning.  This becomes a problem if the applicant is under an age waiver.  Therefore, AFIT encourages the age-wavered applicant to choose a school that does not require summer school for the nursing major.

AECP Nursing Major Template
7.  AECP Foreign Area Studies and Foreign Language Majors
a. General:  The Foreign Area Studies and Foreign Language Majors allow the airman to pursue a one to three-year ROTC scholarship in either an approved foreign area studies or foreign language major.  A foreign area studies major is a field of study that provides a broad academic background with a regional focus in the social, political, economic, and cultural aspects of a particular area of the world.  Such majors focus on Latin America, the Middle East, Eastern Europe, Asian Studies, etc.  A foreign language major develops the language and cultural skills necessary for the graduate to function effectively in intercultural and international work environments.  The needs of the USAF vary from year to year and the FY 05 majors may be affected by reviews conducted by the Air Staff.
b. Approved Majors:   The foreign area studies and foreign languages majors are an annual Air Force decision.  The approved foreign area studies and foreign languages for FY 05 are: 

(1)  Foreign Area Studies are the Middle East, Africa, Asia, and Russia/Eurasia.  Area Studies degree majors must include a requirement for foreign language courses within the region of study.  Academic eligibility for the foreign area studies major requires a background in one of the languages listed in paragraph 7.b. (2) below.  

(2)  Foreign Language majors are Arabic, Chinese, Persian, Russian, Hindi, Pashto, Armenian, Georgian, Azeri, Kazakh, Indonesian, Swahili, Hebrew, French, and Turkish.  

(3)  Applicants may apply for a foreign area studies or foreign language major not listed on a “case-by-case basis.  The applicant will contact their local BEO and through them submit a memorandum requesting consideration for a particular area or language to HQ AFROTC/RRUE.  

(4)  The applicant must apply for a foreign area studies or foreign language major that makes use of the foreign language upon which their academic eligibility is based.   HQ ROTC determines which foreign language is acceptable for the AECP foreign area studies and foreign language majors.

c. Academic Requirements:  

(1)  Applicants need forty-five semester hours of regionally accredited coursework with an overall Grade Point Average (GPA) of 3.00, or higher.   

(2)  Thirty (30) to thirty-four (34) semester hours of regionally accredited graded coursework in the academic disciplines identified in the AECP Area Studies and Foreign Language Major Template below.  

(3)  The applicant may use CCAF and CLEP/DSST/ECE/APT examinations to satisfy up to 15 semester hours of non-graded college coursework toward the required 45 semesters.  See the rules for CLEP, DSST, and ECE examinations in section 4j above.

d. Foreign Language Academic Requirements:  Foreign language proficiency is required for all of the Foreign Area Studies and Foreign Language Majors.  The applicant may demonstrate that proficiency by one of the three means below:
(1)  The applicant completes at least two (2) semesters (or three quarters) of college coursework in the language that they will be studying under the AECP foreign area studies or foreign language major or:

(2)  The applicant provides Defense Language Institute credits, or

(3)  The applicants may use the Defense Language Proficiency Test (DLPT) to satisfy the foreign language requirements.  However, additional courses will be required to reach 30 to 34 semester hours of graded coursework.  The applicant must have a current DLPT.  Therefore, a DLPT score must be one year old or less on 23 January 2004.  The airman must score a two (2) or higher in the reading and listening categories to qualify.  The DLPT score report will be attached with other documents to the airman’s request for academic review.
